In Apnl the Bishop of Ely presented all the churc hes
in the Diocese with a consultatrve docwume nt m whach
he mvited us all o ‘Tmagine the Future’. It came fiom
lus observahons after visiting chwrc hes dunng lus furst
year m post. He hasasked usall to szek ways to be
self-supporting, Conmbuting, and Investng. Tlus
has g1ve us much to think about. How can the
churches here m these six panshes make swe that we
are sustamable into the futwe? Foreach chwich there
are queshons about how we can make our ancient
lustone buldings open, accessible and func honal not
Just for ouwr own needs but for the commuwuhes we
serve. Insome cases thus begins wath re pamng what
15 already there, sorting out dramppe s, puttng in
swtable heating, gettng nd of damp and making sue
that the organ can be played. For others, thusis
ralsimg queshons about whethe r ruung water, toilets,
and a suaple servery can be put mto the bulding to
enable us to offer hospita ity and actrnties that wall
serve owr cormunuties better and ensure the future

of the churich.

We must not forget that Irving amongst us are people
in real need. Two recent incidents have rerunded us
not to be complacent. The bunal took place of Sally,
a woman who Ived, unknown to most of us, m a tent
on the edge of the village at Abmgton. We also had a
talk from Ann IVemgan, the manager of the Foodbank
at Haverlull who told us that she took food boxes to
people 1n these villages. Over past months we have
alreadybeen thinking about how the ¢ hwiches mught
better care for local vulnerable people. In eachwvillage
there are local people willing to visit, and we are now
also trying to plan for and employ a Pansh Nurse. We
continue to support the work of Janet, our Age UK
Village Warden ‘Celebratng Age’ will be part of the
service talung place on 14™ October at 10.45 at St
Andrews, West Wrathng — thus 15 m anticipation of an

Age UK event talang place on 16** October in the
Village Hall at West Wratting, starting at 1 pm.

In the curnrent chimate we are all fincing 1t
hard to pay for what we have .
